Many activities to enhance the quality of teaching and learning took place during March:

- All the teachers are working hard to strengthen their professional knowledge and
teaching skills to maximize the effectiveness and creativity of students based on
teaching projects from the District Education Office in Literature, Maths, Physics,
History, Civics and Art.

- Quality Survey is conducted for Primary students to evaluate how students are doing
in Maths and Vietnamese. Secondary classes are observed for one period in each
subject to assess students’ learning quality in semester 2 and report books will be sent
to parents at the end of March.

- Students attend Talented Competitions at many levels:

1. Cao Ngo Phuong Khanh — Year 9 won the second Prize in the English competition
at city level.

2. Twenty-four students from Year 1 to Year 6 took part in Kangaroo International
Maths Competition on 18 March 2018 (the results will be updated soon).

3. Five students from Year 5 students received Highly Commended Certificates in
the competition of Modelling and Exploring Vietnam’s History.

4. Ten Secondary students won 5 first prizes, 3 second prizes and 1 third prize in the
Swimming Competition at District level on 6 March 2018. Four of these top
performers will attend the Competition at City level on 15" and 16th April. They

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Message from Head of Kindergarten

Our children had a great time developing their knowledge and fine/gross motor skills when
learning through play about the theme “Transportation”. They were aware of three modes of
transportation - land, water and air. They loved to play with the toy vehicles that they see
every day such as cars, trucks, trains, bikes and airplanes and were interested in

learning unfamiliar words like double-decker bus, dump truck and pick-up truck. Safety was
also reinforced and embedded into the lessons through the play-based activities in class and
outdoors with some new learning resources imported from England.

The Kindergarten children have also been learning and discovering our environment and
nature in many interesting ways this month, the most significant being a Gardening project.
While the Prep students were excited to visit the garden to check the progress from the lettuce
they had planted and water the plants twice a week, the K2 classes chose to grow sweet
potatoes and some other kinds of vegetables. It was good to see our students taking
responsibility by caring for the vegetables and sharing the watering cans with classmates.
They were all careful not to give too much water and to watch where they stepped so as not
to crush any of the new plants.
