Dear Parents,

In Semester 2 a shared expectation of the Grade 6 teaching team is that the students begin to
show more responsibility and independence in their learning. These are key traits that they
need to develop in order to be successful in secondary school. You can help your child develop
responsibility and independence by talking with them about their responsibilities at home and
encourage them to develop and follow a schedule that allows them to fulfil their commitments
such as homework, additional classes and clubs.

Term 3 is an opportunity for students to reflect on their achievements in Semester 1 and identify areas for improvement.
Their teachers will assist with this but it's important that students also review their Semester 1 reports and speak with
their teachers about the grades they received and how they can improve in Semester 2.

A Community Reading Program has also been established to assist students with developing their English. Mr. Gautier,
the Head of English, and | will identify students who require extra assistance and pair them with students who possess a
higher level of English. Once or twice a week they will read together and then talk about the book. This will help improve
reading fluency, listening skills and English-language comprehension.
