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Our students participating in the
Community Reading Group
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Message from Head of Studies - Year 6
Dear Parents,

We have introduced a new program called
the Community Reading Group (CRG).
The group works by pairing students with
a high level of English with students who
are still in the acquisition stage of
language development. They meet once
or twice a week at lunchtime to read
together and discuss a book of the
students’ choosing. The CRG is intended to assist with language
acquisition and build a stronger school community through
helping students become more interconnected. We are already
seeing some improvements in the general level of confidence
displayed by some students in their English-language use as a
result of their involvement in the CRG.

The Senior Student Council was at last able to handover the Tet
Box donations to our partner, the Humanitarian Services for the
Children of Vietnam (HSCV). Unfortunately, the handover was
delayed due to the coronavirus outbreak in Hai Duong. To limit
movement between provinces, as directed by the government
HSCV worked with one of its Hanoi-based partners, the
Association for the Support of Hanoi Handicapped and Orphans
(ASVHO) to distribute the items to people in-need in Hai Ba
Trung District. The cash donations were used to pay for the
transport of the donated items, purchase additional food for the
receivers and buy hand sanitizer which was distributed through
partners in Hai Duong Province. We would like to once again
thank all parents and students who donated to the Tet Box charity
drive.
