STEM Day Years 1-5

On Saturday primary students experienced an environmentally themed STEM Day. Year 1 students

Students built the Arduino controlled cars themselves using a range of sensors to guide the robot cars.
These include a Bluetooth controller which enables the cars to be controlled by mobile phones and an

infra-red light sensor that enables the cars to follow a line on the floor.
